Moving students to Baylor is an all-campus effort and much thanks to
everyone that participated. This year we had over 2,800 volunteers
including a record of roughly 2,500 student participants, (including
representation from over 50 student organizations), nearly 170 staff/faculty,
and more than 180 external volunteers (such as local churches). All told,
almost 2700 students moved in during Move2BU and it was
impressive! Nearly 1500 students moved in on Wednesday and an
additional 1200 moved in on Thursday. Add in the roughly 1300 students
that participated in early move-in, and in total 4,034 students moved
into the Residence Halls this past week. Add to those numbers all of
the proud friends and family students brought with them and campus was
pretty full the past two days. Well done everyone!
